“New to the survey this year was the collection of data on engineering discipline.  For the most part, average salaries for all engineering levels were comparable across all disciplines, averaging between $86,000 and $92,000.  Chemical engineering, however, was by far the leading discipline, with an average base salary of $104,300.  Civil and structural engineering was slightly below the other disciplines, with an average base salary of $86,300.  The findings are very similar when you look at total cash data.”
